RESEARCH VISA –DOCUMENTS REQUIRED
1.  Printed and signed application summary from online application. All applications must be lodged online – see http://www.irelandinindia.com for details. 

 2. One recent passport sized photograph not more than 6 months old. Please see http://www.irelandinindia.com for details of photograph requirements. If the submitted photograph does not meet these requirements it will delay processing on your application. 

3. Original Passport valid for at least 6 months after the intended date of departure

from Ireland following visits. Passport must have sufficient space for a visa to be inserted, at least one empty page is required.

 If your passport does not comply with the above your application will be returned to you. A copy of all pages of your passport is required.
4. All previous passports plus one copy of each. If you have been refused a visa for any other country, details of this, preferably the original letter issued to you by the authorities of that country, should be submitted. Concealment of other visa refusals will result in your Irish visa application being refused.
5. The required visa fee in the form of DD in favour of “Embassy of Ireland, New

Delhi”. DD’s can be obtained from all VFS Application centres. Details of current fees are available at http://www.irelandinindia.com

If photocopies are not submitted the original will not be returned. 

6. If you have been offered a paid research position in an Irish University please submit your Hosting Agreement and contract. 
7. Letter from the Institute or College in Ireland inviting for research

program outlining the nature and duration of the research programme/project and details of any salary / grant payable.
8. Letter from the Institute or College in India and details of salary/grant payable.
9. Proof of sufficient funds in case no remuneration paid by the Institute or

College in Ireland.

10. Educational Qualification (Not Mandatory but good supporting document)

11. If you are applying to partake in a short-term programme, for which no salary is paid you should provide – 

· a letter from college or organisation outlining the nature and duration of research programme

·  evidence of how you will support yourself for duration of stay, including travel, accommodation & living expenses

· evidence of your obligations to return to your country of permanent residence – letter from your employer/college giving details of your employment/studies, confirming the research project you are carrying out in Ireland, and that you will be returning to work/study on completion of this research programme

NOTE: All letters submitted should be on official company headed paper and give full contact details for verification purposes. These must include a full postal address, name of contact, position in company, telephone number (landline) and email address where relevant. (Email addresses such as Yahoo or Hotmail are not accepted). Website addresses should also be included if available.
